Deeper 
Learning 

Knowing that God uses dreams to speak to our future, our destiny and to 
also warn us of incoming danger, we can see that to shy away from 
interpreting your dreams would be a mistake on our part. 
 
Imagine if you missed a very important warning about an incoming 
hurricane, tsunami or a snow storm from the weather channel, I am sure 
you would be quite upset because you didn’t have time to prepare or 
perhaps leave your location depending on the danger level. 
 
Well, God talks to us all the time in dreams to do the very same thing.  If 
you have one dream every month, that is enough for you to want to know 
what it means as this could hold a key to your future. 
 
The dream language is like God telling you a parable so that the enemy 
doesn’t have the ability to know what you dreamt.  I also believe this is why 
most of our dreams are symbolic and not literal.  It also becomes a place 
where you can commune with God and He desires this more than anything 
else.

Application 

If you notice, most of the dream symbols represented needed follow up 
work on your part to cancel what was coming.  This just tells you that most 
of the time, God gives us dreams to warn us.  Consider it your Heavenly 
Weather Channel. 
 
God always wants us to avoid a disaster or falling captive to the enemy.  
Therefore, the minute that you wake up or even in the middle of the night 
you need to cancel all the dreams that are negative.  It is a simple prayer 
that can sound like this… 
 
“I cancel every negative plan and scheme of the enemy that happened in 
this dream.  None of it shall come to pass. I cut and cancel all covenants 
that I have made knowing or unknowingly and declare it null and void in the 
name of Jesus and I ask You Lord, to take Your sword and cut off every 
and all connections that I have to this dream, in Jesus name, Amen” 
 
Being vigilant is crucial. 
 
The bad things don’t have to happen, so the speed at which you handle 
them is critical to how soon they manifest in the natural realm or not.
